








SUMMARY OF ADDITIONAL EVIDENCE THAT OREGON MUST SUBMIT TO MEET ESEA
REQUIREMENTS FOR THE OREGON ASSESSMENT SYSTEM

2.0 - ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENT STANDARDS

Evidence of approved/adopted alternate academic achievement standards for students with the
most significant cognitive disabilities in reading/language arts and mathematics for high school.
Evidence that the alternate academic achievement standards in high school include, for each
content area:

a. At least three levels of achievement, including two levels of high achievement (e.g.,
proficient and advanced) that determine how well students are mastering a state’s academic
content standards and a third level of achievement (e.g., basic) to provide information about
the progress of lower-achieving students toward mastering the proficient and advanced levels
of achievement;

b. Descriptions of the competencies associated with each achievement level; and

c. Assessment scores (“cut scores”) that differentiate among the achievement levels.

Documentation that the state has reported separately the number and percentage of those high

school students with disabilities assessed based on alternate academic achievement standards,

those assessed on an alternate assessment based on grade-level standards, if any, and those
included in the regular assessment (including those administered with appropriate
accommodations).

Evidence that the state has documented the involvement of diverse stakeholders in the

development of its alternate academic achievement standards.

4.0 - TECHNICAL QUALITY

For the high school alternate assessment, evidence that the state has documented validity (in

addition to the alignment of the alternate assessment with the content standards), as described in

the Standards for Educational and Psychological Testing (AERA/APA/NCME, 1999).

For the high school alternate assessment, evidence that the state has provided documentation of

the standards-setting process including a description of the selection of judges, methodology

employed, and final results.

For the high school alternate assessment, evidence that the state has considered the issue of

reliability, as described in the Standards for Educational and Psychological Testing

(AERA/APA/NCME, 1999).

Evidence that the state has taken steps, such as bias review of items, to ensure fairness in the

development of the high school alternate assessment.

Evidence that the state has established:

a. Clear criteria for the administration, scoring, analysis, and reporting components of its high
school alternate assessment; and

b. A system for monitoring and improving the on-going quality of its alternate assessment.

5.0 - ALIGNMENT

Evidence that the state has taken steps to ensure alignment between its alternate assessments for
grades 6 through 8 and for high school and the state’s academic content and alternate academic
achievement standards.

Evidence that the state has developed ongoing procedures to maintain and improve alignment
between the high school alternate assessment and content standards over time, particularly if gaps
have been noted.

1. Complete set of reports for the high school alternate assessment for individual students, schools,
and districts.
